
Parents’ Guide to the Procedure for Permanent Exclusion 

Head Teacher permanently 
excludes the pupil 

Governors must meet within 15 school days.  Parent may attend and/or be represented at the 
meeting and/or make written representations.  In the case of pupils who are on school support or 

have an Education Health & Care Plan, support may be available through the SEND IASS. 

Governors decide to overturn the Head 
Teacher’s decision and reinstate the pupil. 

Pupil returns to 
school. 

Governors decide to confirm the Head 
Teacher’s decision to exclude the pupil. 

Parents have 15 school days in which to lodge a 
request for an independent review 

Parents advise 
AECS that they do 
not intend to lodge 

an independent 
review or the time 

limit for review runs 
out. 

Parents lodge an 
independent review 

against the governor’s 
decision. 

Review Panel must meet within 15 school days 
 

Review Panel 
recommend 

Governing Body to 
reconsider decision 

Review Panel 
decides to confirm 

the decision to 
exclude the pupil 

If the child does not 
have a Statement of 
Special Educational 
Need the AECS will 
contact the parents 

about future 
placement. 

If the pupil has a 
Statement of 

Special Educational 
Need the Statutory 

Assessment 
Service will contact 
the parents about 
future placement. 

Alternative Education Commissioning Service 
(AECS) to ensure the provision of tuition is in 

place on 6th day after exclusion 

Review Panel 
direct Governing 

Body to reconsider 
decision 

Governing Body 
will either readmit 
the pupil within 10 
days of receiving 
notice, or uphold 
the exclusion. In 
cases where the 

exclusion is 
upheld, the school 
will be ordered to 
pay an additional 

£4000 

The Governing Body 
can still refuse to 

reconsider the 
exclusion. You will 

be advised 
accordingly. Should 

the governors 
reconsider the 

exclusion; your child 
will remain on the 
school roll until a 
final decision is 

made
